Members are reminded of Bylaw 001 of the club which encourages active participation in club activities: “It 
is the expectation of the G.V.V.& C.V.C .that as a Member with Club Historic Registered 
Vehicle/s that you will attend and participate in at least three  (3) Club Activities during a Club 
Calendar Year with one or more of your vehicles to qualify for re-issue of your club membership” 
It is a requirement that persons having vehicles on historic registration in SA be an active member of a 
recognized motoring club and your active participation is therefore encouraged. 
At the Club committee meeting of 27th July, 3 applications for membership from prospective new members 
were rejected because of lack of observed commitment to active membership, and at the validation days in 
June, 5 members were put on notice that membership would not be renewed in 2011 unless there was 
evidence of active participation in club activities. 

WARNING : YOUR VEHICLE MAY BE UNREGISTERED 
If your have not had your vehicle’s log book signed by a club registrar for the 2010-2011 year, your vehicle 
is not registered according to the Code of Practice and the Department of Transport Energy and 
Infrastructure.  
If it is unregistered it is also uninsured, so do not drive your vehicle on the road until it is signed by a 
Registrar (not even to take it to a registrar to be checked. 
 

 
The Club currently has a quandary with respect to notifying DTEI of unfinancial members. The registrars are 
required to advise DTEI within 14 days of 1 July of any members who are unfinancial at that date, and DTEI 
will terminate their historic registration. The club constitution states that membership fees are due on first of 
July and membership will cease if the fees are unpaid 90 days after that date. The DTEI ruling overrules the 
Constitution as far as vehicle registration is concerned. Next year your renewal will be notified in mid May, 
and if your fees remain unpaid at 14 July, DTEI will be notified and may take action.

A cold start to a perfect winter's day that produced no wind and some sunny periods for 48 
members who travelled in 24 historic and 3 normal vehicles to enjoy a great outing to 
Mannum that was organised by Lyn and Graham Mitchell. We were all given a "goodie 
bag" of local and historical information which included a pack of cards - but no time today 
for playing cards! There was a busy but relaxed day ahead! 
Most members assembled at Gawler to travel to Mt Pleasant via Williamstown, following  

 

excellent directions and observation points laid out by Lyn and Graham. Ron and I 
travelled from Tea Tree Gully directly to the Steam and Whistle Bakery at Mt 
Pleasant for morning tea. We all kept the staff busy while we enjoyed some of their 
delicious fare and broke the serinity of the area with plenty of chatter. Then onto 
page two of our directions. 
We passed through Tungkillo and Palmer following the Mannum/Adelaide pipeline 
that provides our lifeline in summer. It was officially opened in 1955 and we saw 
some rusty spots that are patched up with rust-proof paint so decided it has lasted  

well. Along the way we looked for more points of interest listed in our direction pack and arrived at Arnold 
Park near the Ferry around noon, to do a tour of the visitor info centre.  
We divided into two groups and were given information to do our own thing after some explanation from a 
guide. Our group did the outer area to see the dry dock and some steam engines housed in a shed, then onto 
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the PS Marion moored nearby. It was built in 1900 and was restored in1994 and is still doing steamer day or 
overnight cruises. Graham Mitchell recalled doing a cruise with his parents, sister and other relatives in 
1950. They all enjoyed their time with the younger ones helping to load wood for the boilers each night!  

   
We investigated some more outbuildings that had heaps of interesting information and displays, before 
venturing inside the two story building which housed even more, along with a video of the 1956 flood. We 
recalled driving to see the flood all those years ago and still find it hard to imagine the 5.1m height of water 
that took nine months to rise and subside. So many people were affected along the course of the Rivers 
interstate and in South Australia with no Government assistance to help restart their lives. We decided they 
were a resilient lot - much tougher than our present younger generation! 
We discovered that David Shearer Engineering (now Horwood Bagshaw) among other things, built the first 
car in Australia that was powered by steam. It first ran in June 1899 and is now housed at Birdwood 
Museum. 
A short walk up the hill to the Mannum Club for a good two course lunch and more chatter. Radio station 
1125 (5MU) was broadcasting from there while we dined although we couldn't hear all that was going to air. 
The disc jockey took requests and conducted a free lottery with three bottles of wine for prizes. Ron was 
lucky to be a winner! 
We left around 2.30pm to drive to the Lookout where we saw that it is evident that more water is still needed 
to revive the wetlands. Then onto a township drive, again following excellent directions with interesting 
information from our organisers, before heading to the "Old Days and Old Ways Museum", a short distance 
from Mannum. What an eye-opener this proved to be! Three huge sheds with memorabilia collected over 50 
years, mostly from within a 30km radius of the town, by Wally and Arlene Budarick. Wally died a few years 
ago and his wife said she gets much pleasure from sharing their exhibits. One shed housed engines of all 
ages and sizes and an Indian Motorbike in excellent condidion, while a second shed was filled with farm, 
household and other goods - lots of memories and comments of "we had one of those"! The third shed had 
more of everything anyone could imagine - eg china, radios, toys, clothing, medicines etc, all neatly shown 
in cabinets and open areas.  
We could have spent much more time reminiscing and discovering more memories but time was running out 
so we had to head for home. I am sure everyone enjoyed all aspects of our outing to Mannum and wish to 
thank Lyn and Graham for their wonderful organisation of a great day out.

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The Singer Monarch Tractor 
 
Remember the challenge in the June edition of the Journal to identify 
the tractor in the photo provided by Bill Johnson. 
John Hein was quick off the mark in identifying it as the Monarch, 
manufactured by Singer Motors from 1953 to 1956, and using a Ford 
17Hp engine. He recalled it from one of the books in his copious tractor 
library, and has provided the following information (extracted from 
“Tractors of the World” with thanks):  
Singer Motors was one of the smaller companies in the UK car industry during the early 1950s and, in 
financial terms, it was certainly not the strongest, but its 1953 venture into tractor production was 
presumably an attempt to broaden its product base in order to generate more turnover. 
Specifications  
It was a surprising move. The tractor the company chose was the Monarch four- wheeler made by the 
Coventry-based Oak Tree Appliances company. or OTA.  
The Monarch was announced in 1949 and was powered by a Ford industrial engine developing 12.6kw 
(17hp) at the 2000 rpm rated speed and available in petrol and petrol/paraffin versions. The standard 
specification for the Monarch included a dual ratio gearbox with six forward speeds and two in reverse, and 
there was 106 to 152cm (42 to 60in) of wheel track adjustment for row-crop work.  
Although the OTA Monarch was reasonably successful, the Singer Motors decision to buy the production 
rights was probably not the wisest move in the circumstances. The Monarch had never achieved big sales 
volumes, and the fact that it was designed to use an engine that was supplied by one of Singer’s strongest 
competitors in the car industry may not have been an ideal arrangement.  
The Monarch did little to improve the Singer company’s fortunes. When the Rootes Group. one of the 
leading car manufacturers, made a successful bid to buy Singer in 1956. one of the first actions the Rootes 
Group took was to close down the fledgling tractor operation.

1920’s by Allis Chalmers. 
Some other Tractor Trivia: Jowett owned 
Bristol Tractors and also built a tractor 
under their own name powered by the 
Jowett Boxer twin used in the Bradford. 
International Harvesters built tractors in 
the Jowett Factory in Idle England after 
Jowett Cars Ltd ceased production.

Registration and use of Historic Vehicles under The  Log Book System 

 
Preamble  The system of historic Registration of Qualifying vehicles in S.A. is an excellent 
system that promotes the use of Historic Vehicles by Club Members in the enjoyment of their hobby. 
Historic Registration is a privilege given by the Register of Motor Vehicles to Club Members and the spirit 
of this system promotes the use or Historic Vehicles of this hobby. As, Historic Registration is only 
available to members of a  recognized Club then it is the expectation of the Club that Members will use a 
small portion of the logged outings to participate in some Club Activities using their Historic Registered 
Vehicles. 

By-law 001   It is the expectation of the G.V.V.& C.V.C .that as a Member with Club Historic 
Registered Vehicle/s that you will attend and participate in at least three  (3) Club Activities during a 
Club Calendar Year with one or more of your vehicles to qualify for re-issue of your club membership. Where 
there are special circumstances, you may present your Log Book and appeal to the Club Historic Registrars or 
Committee for their consideration. 

Accepted by Committee: 22/ 2/2000 Ratified at General Meeting: 21/ 3/2000 modified by Committee 27/1/2009  

I m p o r t a n t   Your Log Book must be signed each year by 30 June by one of the club registrars. 
It is your responsibility to present your Log Book, current registration and membership receipt.  
Fees              The membership fee shall be due on 1 July of every second (odd numbered) year 
and subsequent renewals shall be on the prescr ibed form. No new member shall be entitled to take 
part in the proceedings of the Club, nor be entitled to any of the privileges until membership fee has been 
paid. Membership will cease if the membership fee remains unpaid ninety days after the due date.
