There is a risk to our Historic Registration Benefits that I feel impelled to 
discuss with you all and especially those with Historic Registered vehicles 
currently or who are aspiring to have one soon. We have a Historic Registration 
Scheme here in South Australia that is the envy of other States and must be 
preserved.  
All vehicles registered under this Scheme need to comply with a Code of 
Practice but our scheme can be put at risk if owners of vehicles registered on 
Historic Registration do not comply with it  
 A non-compliant vehicle owner can dent our club’s reputation which can have very serious repercussions 
for our GVVCVC. Please help prevent this. 
WHAT IS THE CODE OF PRACTICE? 
If you have been a Member of the GVVCVC for some time you will have received a copy of the Code of 
Practice booklet when you joined the Club. However it has been out of print for a while so newer Members 
may not have seen a copy, but a copy can be accessed on our web site. If you do not have access to the 
internet, one of your friends may be able to print you a copy or contact the Editor (85292504), who can 
arrange a copy for you. The Web address is 
http://www.ezyreg.sa.gov.au/pdfs/registration/Cond_Reg_Historic_Veh_and_LHD_veh.pdf 
The actual Code of Practice can be accessed at 
www.transport.sa.gov.au/pdfs/registration/42CodeofPracticehistoric.pdf  
Paragraph 7 of this document is particularly relevant and is reproduced on page 11 of this Journal. 
A very simple guide to the rules and regs is the “Wally’s Guide to the Historic Vehicle Registration Scheme 
(HVRS)” produced in question and answer format by the Maitland Auto Preservation Society (MAPS). It 
reinforces what has been discussed in this letter and can be found at: http://www.maps-yp.org/files/wally.pdf  

WHAT CAN WE DO? 
If we have a vehicle on Historic Registration then as owners we are responsible to comply with the Code and 
not drive our vehicles until they do. 
People aspire to own an older vehicle and often buy one in the belief that it will comply with the Code for 
Historic Registration, please seek information and help from our Historic Registrars and other Members. 
OUR HISTORIC REGISTRARS..  
Barry (85223641), Allan (85628651), Paul (85225647) 
Our Historic Registrars are elected Officers of this Club whose role it is to advise Club Members about the 
requirements from the appropriate authorities for historic registration. 
They are not Federation Police but Officers of our club who work for the benefits of our members by 
advising, encouraging and helping them to achieve compliance and the real cost savings when your vehicle is 
validated for historic registration. 
As vehicle enthusiasts you sense when there may be a problem with your vehicle, ask for advice from one of 
our Registrars as they are not there to condemn your pride and joy but to advise owners kindly of observed 
problem/s and be invited with the help of the Registrars and Members to rectify the fault, help in sourcing 
parts or recommending people that can help. As enthusiasts we all want more older vehicles to view and 
enjoy. 
Please do not blame a Registrar/s if your vehicle is not compliant as they are fellow Club Members and 
enthusiasts too. 

YOUR CHOICE! 
If you are not fussed about your vehicle being validated for Historic Registration, that is your respected 
choice, just put it on full registration  and share in the fun activities of our great club. 
If you have a strong case for a vehicle variation (parts no longer available, a real safety issue, etc) then there 
is a process in approaching the Federation . Our Federation Rep.(Trevor Unsworth) or a Registrar could 
advise.

We learned a lot on how to use our equipment. 
Several brought their own guns and had a go, even the girls. 
Can't wait to tackle some spray work. 
More workshops please! 
Steve was most generous with his time, even extending individual tuition to all of us who took spray guns.  
On trying to spray water onto a door panel, many of us (including me) were troubled with our guns 
spluttering.  Before letting us continue, Steve sent us to the back of the shed to tighten the gland nut that is 
meant to seal air leaks around the needle. 
In my case, that helped a bit but did not completely cure the gun.  As soon as I returned home, I stripped the 
gun down, cleaned and readjusted it, spraying water just as we did at Steve’s shop.  Lo and behold it had a 
new fault!  Instead of spluttering, it was now regularly pulsing, about once a second, instead of continually 
spraying. 
Inspired by the visit to Steve’s paint shop and now knowing just enough to input reasonable search 
keywords, I looked on the Internet, which quickly yielded a few gems. 
Both these sites contain lots of spray gun set-up and trouble-shooting hints and are worth a look:

I put some PTFE plumbers’ tape in the threads and have now used 
the gun on a real paint job.  It has never worked so perfectly, even from new.

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An AUTO-Biography     Ralph Grose 
In 1959, at the age of Seventeen, my first vehicle was a motorcycle. I told my father I wanted at least a 250, 
and he said a 2 ½ was too big. (We were talking at crossed purposes, he was all about horsepower, while I 
was about cubic capacity!) 
Dad picked one out for me, oh Happy days!. It was a 1954 AJS 350cc with the jam pot rear shockers. After 
10 months , which included two traffic fines, four accidents involving two fractured legs (on two occasions), 
I decided I needed 4 wheels. 
I was in love with the Morris 8/40 soft tops, but I ended up with the next best thing, a 1939 Singer Nine (the 
model before the aluminium bodies). Being a third year apprentice motor mechanic, I decided to replace the 
piston rings, there were 12 in the set, and I found 7 ways to break a ring (wiping oil off with a rag is a 
foolproof way to achieve this catastrophe). 
My next “upgrade?” was to a soft top Vauxhall Wyvern, for some reason I removed the front mudguards 
(one of my few “hotting up” attempts!). The biggest problem with this unit was preventing top gear jumping 
out, by drooping the left leg over the gear stick. 
A Ford Consul was my next move, a very nice underpowered car. On a trip to Port Augusta we got within 10 
miles and had a hole burnt down the side of a piston. Towed into tow, train back to Adelaide, next weekend 
train back up to the car with one piston and 3 rings. Luckily, I had improved my ring handling skills, and a 
successful repair was carried out. 
Now we come to the jewel in my car owning career, a 1956 Plymouth Savoy with overdrive. 
At this time I had also got hold of a circa 1927 Oakland V8 “L Head” Roadster. This Oakland was the down 
market version of the Cadillac La Salle, and had the 12 inch square door behind the passenger’s door for the 
golf clubs to be quickly placed into the “dickie seat” compartment. This amazing vehicle had a cross flow 
radiator, spring steel leaf engine mounts, a Mungie gear box and a 3 7/16 inch bore. 
Another notable acquisition was a Ford 100E Prefect panel van. A mate of mine had an identical unit, and we 
did not like the 3 speed gearbox, so we fitted Cortina engines with the associated 4 speed gearbox.. A notable 
modification was a length of chain bolted between the firewall and nearest head stud to stop the fan making 
contact with the radiator under heavy braking.  
Other vehicles of note (and I still operate both) re the 1967 HR ute, and the 1973 LJ Torana. 

PS: As an indication of my Veteran, Vintage and Classic brain washing, I proudly claim to have 
never owned a vehicle that did not have :  

round headlights 
a cast iron head 
chrome bumper bars 
steel road wheels 
and all but one had a solid paint colour

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Extract From CODE OF PRACTICE, CONDITIONAL REGISTRAT ION SCHEME, FOR HISTORIC 
VEHICLES AND PRESCRIBED LEFT HAND DRIVE VEHICLES Ap ril 2003 
 
7. Eligibility Criteria. 
All aspects of the vehicle must conform to the spirit of the period of when the vehicle was manufactured. The vehicle’s 
bodywork, paint, interior etc, must be in good condition (allowing for fair wear and tear). Original replacement vehicle 
components cannot be varied in any way from OEM specifications. 

·  Body 
·  The shape of a vehicle’s body, doors, mudguards, bonnet, boot etc, must remain the same as originally 

manufactured. Any replacement part must be identical to the original component but may be manufactured of 
analternative material. Air scoops etc cannot be added. The bodywork of vehicles, which were sold in chassis 
form, must be of a type and style current at the time of manufacture for that period. Modern equivalent paint 
and fabrics may be used provided that paint schemes and colours, as well as interior trim fabrics, are of a type 
and style current at the time of manufacture for that period.  

·  Suspension Suspension must be of the configuration and type as originally manufactured for that vehicle. 
Suspension location points must remain as originally manufactured. Springs may be replaced with a newer part 
provided that they are similar in size and rating as the original part. The lowering of the vehicle’s suspension is 
not permitted and stub axles are to be an original part.  

·  Rear Axle The rear axle may be upgraded to an alternative, provided that it was an option or available rear axle 
assembly from the vehicle manufacturer for that make and model at the time of production. Different final 
drive ratios are acceptable provided they were originally available and the housing remains unaltered. 

·  Steering The steering box or rack, column and steering wheel are to remain positioned as originally 
manufactured. However, a vehicle may be converted to right hand drive provided that: the conversion is a 
‘mirror image’ of the original steering configuration, and  the components used in the conversion are from the 
same era and manufacturer or would replicate a OEM right hand drive derivative of that make and model  OR 
• the conversion is performed using a ‘chain or angle drive’ type system where the original steering 
components, apart from the lower steering column and shaft remain unmodified. In all cases, the left to right 
hand drive conversion must be certified by a Charted Professional Engineer in accordance with Vehicle 
Standards Bulletin Number 4.  

·  Brakes Disc brakes may be fitted provided they were an option at the time of manufacture of the vehicle. If 
fitted, they must be the same size and type as provided by the OEM, with the same type calliper.  

·  Transmission The transmission must be as fitted by the OEM, or an option available from the original vehicle 
manufacturer at the time of manufacture. Column change can only be altered to a floor change or visa versa if 
it was an option on that particular model of vehicle. The selector, either manual or automatic, is to be of an 
original type for that model of vehicle. Variations to a gear selector can be made to cater for a person’s 
disability if supported by medical recommendations.  

·  Engine The engine must be of the size, make and configuration as provided by the OEM or an engine that was 
available to that make, model and year of manufacture. Inlet and exhaust manifolds, carburation, air cleaner, 
camshaft and heads to be as originally supplied by the OEM or available as an option. Variations are limited to 
OEM reconditioning tolerances. Crankshaft stroke must remain standard for the model and year of the vehicle. 
Air cleaners are permitted to be fitted where the OEM did not provide them as original equipment. The fitting 
of LP Gas as a single or alternative fuel is not acceptable unless originally supplied by the vehicle 
manufacturer. If already fitted it must be removed within 2 years of the date of this code.  

·  Wheels and tyres Standard or OEM optional wheels can only be fitted provided they were available on that 
make, model and year of vehicle. Tyres must be suitable to the size of rim fitted, but may be of modern design. 
Beaded edge rims and tyres may be replaced with well-based or straight-sided components, provided the 
external diameter, offset, style, material and width of the rim and the overall diameter of the tyre/rim 
combination are not altered by more than 10%.  

7.1 Variations  
·  The electrical system may be upgraded from 6 to 12 volts.  
·  If an original part is no longer available or deemed to have been manufactured to an inferior (unsafe) standard, 

then the club is to liaise with the Federation, who can provide a determination if the part is considered 
acceptable. The part will only be considered if the original cannot be sourced, is deemed unsuitable due to its 
quality of manufacture, is identical or as close as possible to the original in all aspects and does not affect the 
performance of the vehicle.  

·  Vehicles manufactured prior to 1949 may be fitted with replacement components from the same make of 
vehicle manufactured within 5 years from when the original vehicle was manufactured if they do not detract 
from the spirit of the original vehicle. Acceptable accessories are restricted to those offered by the OEM or the 
OEM's authorised dealer at the time of delivery as a new vehicle. i.e. GMH/Nasco. The vehicle owner may be 
required to submit evidence of the availability of an accessory at the time of delivery.  

·  Any alterations should be restricted to those required to ensure the safe use of the vehicle on the road, or 
because relevant parts are no longer available or possible to make at reasonable cost. Vehicle alterations should 
be in a way that the vehicle is able to be converted back to original condition with the least possible effort, 
damage and cost.  
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Number Plates,  
Where What and 

How? (Part 2)  
This is a continuation of the article in the October Issue of the “Journal” which covered numerical plates. 
Remember that this is my best interpretation, and for formal guidance you will need to talk to a 
representative of the Motor Vehicle Registry or State Government Customer Services Centres. It is my 
experience that the Gawler Customer Service Centre at the Northern Market complex has a reasonable grasp 
of the issues. You can also call 131084 to speak to a representative.A lot of information is also available on 
the Web: http://www.ezyplates.sa.gov.au/ezyplates 

2. “R” & “S” Plates 
These were the first Alpha Numero plates issued as general plates from 1966 with 3 alpha characters 
followed by three numbers 

 
If you have a car with the original R or S series number plate from that era, you can keep the number plate 
and display it on another vehicle registered in your name by paying the re-allocation right fee (currently 
$54.00).  
Or if you would like an R or S series plate to give some authenticity to your historic vehicle, you can order 
any available combination that has not been on a registered vehicle within the past 5 years. This requires a 
once only fee (currently $75) which includes re-allocation rights. You can choose to have it manufactured as 
per the original or with a slogan (additional fees apply but you could pay $190 plus artwork costs for say 
GVVCVC across the bottom of the plate).  
A set of these plates without all the slogans (like SA: “The Festival State”) gives a reasonable look of 
originality to your historic vehicle without a great cost of purchase, and by selection of suitable mix of letters 
and numbers, can be semi personalised. A number of club vehicles have these, a couple of examples are 
ROV-075 on Dennis Nation’s Rover 75 and SJJ-050 on our 1950 Jowett Javelin 

3. Personalised Plates 
These are available in a combination of letters and numbers of your choice. They must always have 6 
characters, the first characters being letters, and the last numbers, and there must be at least one letter or one 
number. Originally they were yellow on a green background, but now there are a large number of colour 
combinations to choose from. Examples in use in the club are JJ-1950 on Richard and Shirl Levison’s 1950 
Jowett Javelin, OLDS-60 on Barry and Lorraine Bywaters 1960 Oldsmobile and ZETA-64 on Bob and 
Maureen Collin’s Zeta and who can forget PIMP-01 on Corrie Wake’s monster Pontiac. 

 
You have the right to re-allocate to another vehicle registered in the same name. Conditions apply for re-
issuing to a new owner. The current purchase price is $180.

·  All number plates remain the legal property of the Department for Transport, Energy and 

Infrastructure.  
·  If the registration on your vehicle has been expired for more than 90 days, you are required to 

surrender the number plates. (unless you have reallocation rights but it is worth checking this) 
·  Only plates made by an approved manufacturer comply with the requirements of the Motor Vehicles 

Act. Plates that are not made by a manufacturer approved by the department do not comply and can 
result in a Traffic Infringement Notice of up to $250. Compliant plates are the reflective, metal 
embossed type. They are available from a Customer Service Centre or Service SA centre.  

·  Plates must be clearly visible from the front and rear (rear only for motor cycles and trailers of all 
types) and may not be obscured by a tow ball, load, any part of the vehicle's bodywork, plastic cover 
or dirt build-up or faded.  (I note that the plastic cover ruling does not appear to apply interstate!)

E Type Comments :”you car lover hava look at this in Gawler” 
Brian Thom took some pics of Corrie Wake’s V12 E Type and sent them to his mate in 
Italy. This is the response he got: 
Hi Brian, A beauty!  

 
I have been seriously tempted myself in the past and am sure that one day I will buy an E-type. My XKR is 
its son and heir and you can see that in its lines, but sadly the latest XKs look more like Nissans and have 
lost the thread completely. There is a reason for that - the american market. When Ford bought Jaguar and 
Aston Martin it insisted that cars be sellable in the US. The problem with that is that the laws there are 
slightly different to Europe. It is not, for example, obligatory to wear seatbelts - Americans don't like the 
nanny state telling them what to do - so car makers have to pick up the slack instead - and that means airbags 
which deploy between driver and windscreen. The problem with that is that the windscreen on the pre-2007 
XKR is too angled for that to be possible - so Jag had to change the design completely. Then the European 
Union began insisting that pedestrians are protected by 'better' car design - so the almost flat bonnet on the 
XKR - which tosses pedestrians up into the air so they fall down onto it head first had to go in favour of 
more angled bonnets which cause pedestrians to come down on their shoulders, not their head. So gone are 
the sleek lines, and gone too, therefore are the XKR and DB7 - never to be seen again. So all of that makes 
the E-type and the XKR the 2 most collectable Jags. It is very unlikely - well, impossible, in fact - that any 
manufacturer will ever again be able to capture that kind of inherent beauty with today's regulations. 
But if you do buy an E-type it's a real act of love - especially here in Italy. In the UK there are 2 ways to 
go. Either you buy an 'entry level' E-type coupé, which will cost you anything from £15k, but needs to be 
fully restored, or you go for a fully restored one and pay anything up to £60k for a roadster (cabrio). Even if 
you buy the £15k one and restore it yourself, you need to budget for a total spend of over £35k anyway. But 
in Italy the situation is even worse - not just because you will have to get the parts from the UK anyway, but 
because of the cost of the cars here in the first place. The cheapest you will find - even for a completely 
unrestored one - will be about Euros 35k. And while Rosi tolerates my Euros 100 a week fuel bills on 
the XKR, I will only be able to push her to a certain point - after which I will get the full Sicilian wrath!  
And, believe me, Rosi might be as beautiful as the XKR, but the similarities don't end there.... she also has a 
stability control which can easily be disabled, and when that happens she also becomes unpredicable, if not 
down right dangerous, if pushed too hard into a corner!

Preamble  The system of historic Registration of Qualifying vehicles in S.A. is an excellent 
system that promotes the use of Historic Vehicles by Club Members in the enjoyment of their hobby. 
Historic Registration is a privilege given by the Register of Motor Vehicles to Club Members and the spirit 
of this system promotes the use or Historic Vehicles of this hobby. As, Historic Registration is only 
available to members of a  recognized Club then it is the expectation of the Club that Members will use a 
small portion of the logged outings to participate in some Club Activities using their Historic Registered 
Vehicles. 

By-law 001   It is the expectation of the G.V.V.& C.V.C .that as a Member with Club Historic 
Registered Vehicle/s that you will attend and participate in at least three  (3) Club Activities during a 
Club Calendar Year with one or more of your vehicles to qualify for re-issue of your club membership. Where 
there are special circumstances, you may present your Log Book and appeal to the Club Historic Registrars or 
Committee for their consideration. 

Accepted by Committee: 22/ 2/2000 Ratified at General Meeting: 21/ 3/2000 modified by Committee 27/1/2009  

I m p o r t a n t   Your Log Book must be signed each year by 30 June by one of the club registrars. 
It is your responsibility to present your Log Book, current registration and membership receipt.  
Fees              The membership fee shall be due on 1 July of every second (odd numbered) year 
and subsequent renewals shall be on the prescr ibed form. No new member shall be entitled to take 
part in the proceedings of the Club, nor be entitled to any of the privileges until membership fee has been 
paid. Membership will cease if the membership fee remains unpaid ninety days after the due date. 
The Committee may re-admit the person upon payment of the fee.
