Gawler Recreation Centre on Nixon Terrace. 
These inspections are required to validate that your vehicles on conditional 
historic registration conform with the Code of Practice. Your log books must be 
signed by a club registrar for you to retain the conditional registration. 
All vehicles must be validated by a club registrar, and the registrars will not sign 
off on a log book for a vehicle they have not inspected, ie this is a 100% 
validation inspection. Whilst this may be difficult for members with multiple 
vehicles, it has been found necessary as result of some member’s vehicles having 
been inspected by Department of Transport inspectors and found to not comply 
with the Code of Practice. 
NOTE: You must present your registration papers with your log book. If you 
do not, your log book will not be signed. 
If you cannot present your vehicle(s) on these dates, please contact one of the 
registrars to arrange an inspection time. Do not expect the registrars to come to 
you, make an arrangement to take your vehicle to the registrar. Note that under 
State Law, log books will expire on the 30th of June 2010, and your vehicle is 
deemed as not being registered if the Log Book has not been signed by a club 
registrar.

Members are also reminded that it is a condition of club membership that you will attend and participate in at 
least three Club Activities during a Club Calendar Year with one or more of your vehicles to qualify for re-
issue of your club membership.

WARNING  
DO NOT SHIP A MODIFIED PRE 1989 VEHICLE TO AUSTRALIA 
UNTIL YOU HAVE RECEIVED IMPORT APPROVAL  

Importation of pre-1989 Vehicles 
The Department of Infrastructure has recently, without any form of consultation or advance warning, begun 
rejecting Import approval applications for the importation of modified pre 1989 vehicles. Many innocent 
individuals have been caught by this sudden change in policy, and have vehicles in transit or stranded in 
foreign or domestic ports. 
The Department has belatedly placed an Alert notice on their website, and have issued a new version of the 
Vehicle Standards Bulletin (VSB) that relates to importation.

The revised Information Brochure (VSB10) can be downloaded from:

1.pdf 
New Interpretation of Policy 
The policy that the Department has commenced implementing is detailed in VSB10, but can be summarised 
as follows: 

·  Original and unmodified (factory specification) vehicles manufactured prior to 1 January 1989 can 
be imported without restriction. Import approvals will be granted as per previous policy. 

·  Restored (factory specification) vehicles manufactured prior to 1 January 1989 can be imported 
without restriction. Import approvals will be granted as per previous policy. 

·  Modified vehicles originally manufactured prior to 1 January 1989 can ONLY be imported if the 
owner can demonstrate that the modifications were completed prior to 1 January 1989. Import 
approvals will only be granted after the Department is satisfied that the modifications are pre-1989. 

·  Modified vehicles originally manufactured prior to 1 January 1989 can NOT be imported if the 
modifications were completed after 1 January 1989, or if the owner can’t demonstrate to the 
satisfaction of the Department that the modifications were completed prior to 1 January 1989. The 
date of manufacture will be reset as the date the modifications were completed, and if that date is 
post 1989 the application will be rejected

Like many older cars for which manufacturers are no longer in existence, 
Jowett manufactured vehicles are short in supply, and parts are quite hard to 
source.

Richard and Shirley Levison and Alvin and Sylvia 
Jenkin recently borrowed the club trailer and had a short holiday in Hawker 
where they retrieved a 1949 Jowett Javelin PB Deluxe from John Teague’s 
back yard where it had lain for over 40 years after his father, the well known 
outback pioneer, Fred, had placed it after it broke a crankshaft (a well known 
problem with the car).

PARLIAMENT HOUSE TOURS  
Wednesday evening 12th May 2010 &Wednesday morning 

19th May

Both groups from the GVVCVC met on the steps of the Parliament House, 18 in the evening and around 50 
in the day. 
I wonder if public passing by thought that we might be staging a demonstration. 
Tony Piccolo the State Parliament Member for Light welcomed us into the 
Centre Hall area after passing through security machines, similar to the 
Airport, in operation at the entrance.   Our bags and personal items scanned 
and we were all pronounced OK to continue on. Phew! 
Tony commenced taking us on a guided tour of Parliament House starting 
with The House of Assembly Chamber (the Green Chamber).  There we 
were able walk on the floor and sit in the seats in the House of Assembly 
e.g. the Premiers seat, road test the Speakers chair and take photos. 
Tony pointed out the Press Gallery, the Hansard Gallery, both located  
above the Speakers Chair, and the Strangers Gallery whilst handing out a brochure on the Parliamentary 
processes and the Parliamentary buildings. 
Did you know that the distance between the Leader of the Government and the Leader of the Opposition is 
exactly two sword lengths? 
We were informed that South Australia has achieved a notable list of parliamentary "firsts". It was the 
Australian or world leader in many reforms through legislation and other changes to our system of 
government, particularly in establishing a democratic system of government and extending the political and 
social rights of its citizens. 
1896 Women were able to vote in a general election for the first time in Australia and the second time 
anywhere in the world. 
When a vote needs to be held in one of the chambers a bell rings for three minutes only.  This is the time that 
the members of the house have to get to the chamber before the doors are locked. If it is the House of 
Assembly the light between flashes green and if it is the Legislative Council the light flashes red.  I wouldn’t 
want to be the MP who misses the vote! 
While ruminating about how the state of South Australia is run, we were able to admire the 'Equal before 
the Law' tapestries created in 1994 to commemorate the centenary of women's suffrage in South Australia 
and various artworks hanging on the walls. 

 

Along the House of Assembly Corridor leading up to the House of 
Assembly there are a number of busts and artworks. Busts celebrating the 
life and work of Sir Thomas Playford and Donald Dunstan sit in prominence 
along the way. 
Moving on we visited the Legislative Council (the Red Chamber) which 
was built in the depression.  It is noticeably plainer of design than the House 
of Assembly Chamber although the acoustics were much superior. 

Although the evening group were not able to visit the Parliament Library  as it was closed, the day group 
did, one observation: -why is there such an array of tourist guide books?….ah maybe parliamentary travel 
allowances!  
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The tour concluded with a visit to The Old Parliament 
House Chamber which is now used for committee meetings 
and office functions.  
Highlights of a tour of Parliament House include the 
beautiful leadlight windows along corridors and various 
portraits of past Speakers and Politicians. 
The evening tour ended with a delicious supper which 
included a selection of hot pastries in the Balcony Room so 
called because French Windows lead onto a balcony with a 
superb view of across the Elder Park and Festival Theatre. 
The day group were treated to sandwiches, cakes and tea & 
coffee for lunch prior to a tour of the Casino before training it 
back to Gawler.

Run conditions: Sunny morning, becoming overcast and windy during the day.  No rain. 
Those of us arriving at the earlier, superseded time had an extra opportunity to admire some of the Club’s 
vehicles glistening in the TAFE car park.  It seemed the Bolwell Mk4, the Kestrel Lotus and the Singer 
Special were savouring the autumnal sunshine. 

   
 
It was first time out for new member Brian Cox’s Pontiac Firebird (see front cover pic) and a first run for 
Ted Povey’s fully rebuilt Austin 1800 motor, featuring multi-coloured plug leads.  
A total of 55 people signed on the Run Attendance list, with 26 historic cars and two modern cars nominated. 
Motorbikes were scarce with only Bob Carr’s Daytona and Ken Leeks’ Suzuki lining up for the run. 
Vehicles left in a staged departure towards Collingrove, travelling a picturesque route through Williamstown, 
Springton and Eden Valley.  No mishaps were reported. 
There was no admission fee for spectators at the Sporting Car Club’s Come and Try Day event at the Hill 
Climb track. Our vehicles were grouped in the external car park area and occupants walked to various 
vantage points to watch the timed runs in progress. 
The track, opened in 1951, is 750 m long and has nine turns.  Though it rises 70 m over that length, some 
parts are very steep indeed and one section actually goes downhill.  The bitumen surface is very narrow and 
bumpy.  Come and Try days feature the opportunity for ordinary drivers with their road-registered cars to 
have a go against the clock.  I found it difficult to relate drivers’ skills in performing huge burnouts (in 
preparation for a start) with those needed to achieve quick, clean runs on the track.  Fran was most amused 
by the burnouts which included near loss of car control in a few instances. 
The outright track record, set by Peter Gumley in the 2009 SA championship meeting, stands at 28.67 
seconds.  For interest, I checked the times from the recent motorcycle only meeting: the best solo was 34.59 
seconds and best quad was 36.15 seconds.  
Typical Come and Try times for sedans were mid 40s though a few got into the 30s.  So the average speed up 
the hill is around 94 km/h if you are the outright record holder but only 60 km/h if your time is 45 seconds.  

In the pits, I was interested to see a small open wheeler special powered 
by a Suzuki Hyabusa engine that was achieving 37 second times.  The 
driver told me it was hard to drive because it had too much power and 
was tail-heavy – he then showed me how light the front of the car was 
by lifting it from the ground with one hand! 
Before lunch, Doug Lehmann gave a spirited demonstration run (in an 
Evo rally car?) which was timed in the 32 second bracket. 
Suitably inspired, the Club’s historic vehicles then formed up for an 
(untimed) parade up the hill 
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.The Drapers’ 1928 Model A Ford surged up at a cracking pace and the Easons’ Singer Special looked quite 
at home.  I’m told that Bob Collins in the little Zeta was monstering Trevor Unsworth’s Cooper S from the 
rear.  And I wonder how many Rolls Royces like Jack Schofeld’s have been up the hill? 
After picnicking under some of Collingrove’s magnificent gum trees we watched more timed runs or 
wandered home again, having had a most enjoyable day’s outing.

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 Repairing the Flip Top Lid on a VW Fast back   Bob Kaye 
 
While I'm sitting here learning how to use this new computer, and 
practising sending e-mails I thought that I would write up the problem 
I recently had with my wife’s 1971 VW fastback, for you to include in 
the magazine if you think it appropriate. 
Recently my wife came home to inform me that 'something was wrong 
with the rear engine lid, on her 1971 VW fastback, the cable was not 
releasing it’. 
We have had the VW since 1973 and it has been a great car still   
running very well, so off I went to the shed to have a look and found the cable was broken. After several 
hours searching, I could not find a way to release the lid and was about to drill two large holes in the lid to 
get at the lock hold down screws, when I decide to contact some VW repairers.  
I was surprised at their responses 'no idea mate' and 'well cut it open with an angle grinder, but I don't know 
where you'll get a replacement lid'. So I had a good idea I rang the VW club and got 'no idea there are very 
few fastbacks left so Ican't help you'.At the club meeting I spoke to a member who has a VW beetle, he put 
me on to 'Tony' a friend of his who has a fastback. After several phone calls Tony rang back to tell me to 
take out the left tailight and the tube in which the cable runs is behind the taillight.  
Well he was spot on the tube was easy to get at,I filed carefully through the tube walls exposing the 
cable,lifted it out with a screwdriver, pulled with pliers and presto the engine lid popped open. Ten minutes 
work replacing the cable and the old VW was ready for another 100,000 miles 
 

Trojan revisited      Alvin Jenkin 
In the October 2008 edition of the Journal I provided an extensive article on Trojan vehicles and other Trojan 
products. Recently friends visited the Bill Richardson Truck Museum in Invercargill New Zealand, and I 
asked them to get some photos the Trojan truck displayed there and in particular of the motor which is of 
interest. 

 

This is a 1953 Trojan 15. These vehicles were produced from 1947 until 
1959 and had a V4 two stroke engine, two working cylinders in one bank 
and two scavenging cylinders in the other bank which effectively acted as 
a supercharger. Alternatively the vehicles were fitted with a Perkins PV3 
Diesel (I don’t have a lot of details except that this was a 2.4 litre 3 
cylinder diesel). This particular truck has a two stroke fitted with a spare 
two stroke motor displayed on the chassis at the rear. At some stage 
Trojan has moved from its twingle engine with the scavenging cylinders 
in parallel with the working cylinders and flexible cojoined con rod to a 
more conventional V4 type arrangement for conrods. Unfortunately I 
cannot find a lot of details on the V4 motor.

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SAXON MOTOR CARS      Bill Johnson 
Bill Johnson is always a great source of info on the rare and perhaps strange vehicles of the past and his offer 
of a Trojan front axle inspired my research on Trojan Vehicles and associated articles in the Journal. This 
time he has come up with the Saxon. 

 

The Saxon was built from 1913 to 1922 in America. Most 
were 2 seater roadsters, and they sold well particularly in 
the export market. They had a 1.4 litre 4 cylinder motor 
with a two speed rear axle gearbox. Peak production was 
in 1916 with 27.800 produced, making them 7th in 
American car sales. The motors were sourced from Ferro 
initially and later from Continental. A 6 cylinder with 3 
speed rear axle gear box was also produced for a short 
time. A Balaklava Dentist, Harold Frayne, had one, and 
being friends with my father, let him drive it. It was the 
first car my father had driven.  

My contact with Saxon’s came when my father bought a basic 1923 Chev truck which had no cabin. He used 
the rear tub from our 1909 BSA for a seat but still had no windscreen, so he went to the auto wreckers and 
bought a Saxon windscreen which he fitted to the truck. The truck was wrecked in 1942 but the windscreen 
survived and I exchanged it with Eric Mortlock of Clare who was rebuilding a Saxon. He later sold the 
Saxon to finance another car and the Saxon disappeared 
The following are photos of a  Saxon, reputed to be a 1924 model in use in Queensland. Interestingly this has 
a sidevalve Continental Motor, when most of the last production of Saxon’s used an overhead valve 4 
cylinder, and production ceased in 1922 (with sales continuing into 1923). Is that a chain driven starter at the 
rear? And a SU Carby????

Registration and use of Historic Vehicles under The  Log Book System 

 
Preamble  The system of historic Registration of Qualifying vehicles in S.A. is an excellent 
system that promotes the use of Historic Vehicles by Club Members in the enjoyment of their hobby. 
Historic Registration is a privilege given by the Register of Motor Vehicles to Club Members and the spirit 
of this system promotes the use or Historic Vehicles of this hobby. As, Historic Registration is only 
available to members of a  recognized Club then it is the expectation of the Club that Members will use a 
small portion of the logged outings to participate in some Club Activities using their Historic Registered 
Vehicles. 

By-law 001   It is the expectation of the G.V.V.& C.V.C .that as a Member with Club Historic 
Registered Vehicle/s that you will attend and participate in at least three  (3) Club Activities during a 
Club Calendar Year with one or more of your vehicles to qualify for re-issue of your club membership. Where 
there are special circumstances, you may present your Log Book and appeal to the Club Historic Registrars or 
Committee for their consideration.
