This was an interesting visit, on good 
roads, some new to me.

Railway Tunnel Run  Sunday August 23rd      Graham and Rosslyn Hein 
As is usual we assembled at the T.A.F.E. car park Lyndoch Road from 
9.15 a.m. on what can be best described as a beautiful Spring morning. 
Upon receiving the run sheet for the day, registering and a brief chat 
we were on our way.  
Leaving the car park was not without incident Ian List’s Plymouth 
Belvidere on it’s maiden outing succumbed to a minor brake problem. 
One front wheel did not want to release properly. After a little 
reversing it did release and all was fine for the rest of the day. 
 With a mix of Classic and modem vehicles we travelled Murray Street  
and on to the Gawler-One Tree Hill Road and then to the One Tree Hill-Golden Grove Road to Main North 
East Road to Newman’s Nursery for morning tea, This is a rather scenic at this time of year as the hills are an 
emerald green and at times you catch a glimpse of St. Vincent Gulf and the northern suburbs of Adelaide.  
Morning Tea was a Devonshire affair. The scones, jam and cream along with tea or coffee were delicious. It 
was at this time that our organiser, Bob Kay , became a little disappointed. He had been Quoted $8.50 for our 
group not $10.50 which was charged. When this was discovered I’m sure the cream had soured somewhat.  
Having met more of our members at the nursery most had a brief look at plants available prior to heading for 
the railway tunnels at Sleeps Hill. The route taken was via Main North East Rd., Portrush Rd., Cross Rd., on 
to Goodwood Rd. to Panorama then left toward the tunnels. Once all had assembled at the site we were given 
a brief history by our guide.  

 

These tunnels were the first railway tunnels constructed in the colony of 
South Australia being completed in 1882 forming part of the Adelaide to 
Nairne railway. Having this line encouraged development in the Adelaide 
Hills becoming part of the rail network between Adelaide and Melbourne.  
The idea to construct a railway through the Adelaide Hills was considered 
in 1849. Thirty years later 1879 work started with completion of these two 
in 1883. The life span of these were only 36 years as approaching viaducts 
were considered unsafe because of the increased weight of trains.  

The last train went through in 1919 and the viaducts were dismantled in 1920. The gradient through the 
tunnels is 1 in 30. Since their decommissioning their use has been sporadic. Firstly they were used for 
growing mushrooms cropping each tunnel alternately assuring an all year supply There were problems! The 
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tunnels were infested with brown snakes, insects and fungal diseases. It was a fungal disease which came 
with imported spawn that brought the venture to an end  
During World War 11 use was again made as they were the ideal to store many of South Australia’s 
documents; records along with many items belonging to the museum. To ensure that there was total security 
Armed Force Personal guarded each of the entrances.  
Following the Declaration of Peace which brought hostilities to an end and everything being to its normal 
storage the tunnels became vacant once more. Several decades passed before again brought back into use for 
mushroom growing, producing up to 2000 boxes of mushrooms per week. Again after some years this was 
discontinued and currently they are being used as a wine storage facility.  
On completing the tour of the two tunnels President Trevor, on behalf of those present, thanked our host for 
giving us the opportunity to view the tunnels which are a little known in the history of our State.  
By this time it was mid afternoon and so everyone left for their homeward 
journey. This outing was enjoyed by 57 of our members transporting 
themselves in 32 vehicles. Mentioned earlier was Ian List’s Plymouth on 
its first outing. There was another and that being Barry and Marlene 
Wilson’s Holden HQ sedan.  
Once again thanks must go to Bob Kay for his organisational skills in 
ensuring that the whole day was the success it was

The GVVCVC had 3 groups organised to start from different locations & 
eventally finish for lunch at the Bethany Reserve in the Barossa.

NUTS & BOLTS - ANGLE VALE 13.9.09    Kingsley Branson  

On Sunday morning, with the weather mild and fine at first, six cars waited at TAFE car park. Two cars 
which had to do other jobs before going to Angle Vale, had left earlier.  
We arrived at Angle Vale at 9.45 with the smell of log fires and scones cooking in a camp oven. Hosts for 
the day, Geoff and Jean Boundy and the 4WD Wanderers Club, welcomed us. Seven 4WD vehicles were on 
display with different configuration of fit-outs to travel in isolated and remote areas. Most had been rigged 
out by the individual owners with shelving, fudges, water and sleeping, etc.  
Tony and Sandra gave us cooking demos, with tasting of hot scones and damper from the camp oven, with 
jam and cream, Yum, Yum!. There was a demo with pressure bottles of 1 —2 litres for saving water to wash 
with liquid soap and disinfectant, which allowed hands free usage.  
A demo of a barbecue gas bottle to stop the tap turning on from vibration inside of vehicles, showed us how 
to fix a brass cap on the outer thread. Insurance companies will not pay out if vehicle is damaged. At this 
point in the day, the smell of barbecues stopped the demos. temporarily.  
Another demo. of arc welding with 2 x 12 volt batteries + to earth and — for the electrode, which make 24 
volts — about 500 amps. We butt welded 2 x 1/8” plates with a 2.5 electrode — it stop-started a bit, but you 
had to watch that it did not burn through. A demo showing a radiator repair with silastic or Ferrisol A and B, 
which you mix together in water, then put it on the damaged radiator, petrol tank, sumps and diffs. as a way 
to get out of trouble.  
At 2.30 the wind was getting stronger, and the weather was becoming cooler. However this was a day not to 
be missed. Thanks to Geoff and Jean for such an interesting day.

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Number Plates,  
Where What and 

How? (Part 1) 
 

After an issue raised by Bob Kennedy earlier this year when he lost access to a numerical plate that he had 
on his trailer for over 50 years, the club attempted to get a representative of the Department of Transport, 
Energy and Infrastructure to attend a meeting to explain the current number plate regime and answer 
questions from the floor. The Department representatives rejected this approach on the basis that they were 
not paid to attend such activities. (whatever happened to those Public Servants who served the public out of 
the goodness of their hearts?). 
Instead the DRTEI sent a lot of information, and this is an attempt by your humble editor to put it together in 
a format suitable for your digestion through the “Journal”. Remember that this is my best interpretation, and 
for formal guidance you will need to talk to a representative of the Motor Vehicle Registry or State 
Government Customer Services Centres. It is my experience that the Gawler Customer Service Centre at the 
Northern Market complex has a reasonable grasp of the issues. You can also call 131084 to speak to a 
representative. 
A lot of information is also available on the Web: http://www.ezyplates.sa.gov.au/ezyplates 
I have limited this discussion to Numerical Plates, “R” & “S” Plates, and personalised plates. There are a 
number of other options available including “Custom”, Euro”, “Slogan”, “Corporate” and “Premium”. 
It should be noted that the State Government now considers the sale of special interest number plates to be a 
revenue raiser, and they give no consideration whatsoever to the historical value of the linkage of a plate to a 
vehicle. Thus when we purchased the Jowett with a 6 digit numerical plate affixed, and registration records 
back to the original purchase in 1951 showing this plate had always been associated with the car, it carried 
absolutely no influence with the registration authorities, and they advised that we could purchase the plates 
for $750, an offer that we rejected as it added no value to the car, and $750 was a lot of money to pay for 
sentimental value. Now this “relatively cheap” option is no longer available! 
1. Numerical Plates.  

 
These are now only available by public auction or purchase from current owners through “class specific 
rights”, or through specific conditions of “restricted rights”. 
The department auctions Numeric plates in limited release.Online auctions are held through Evans Clarke 
National Auctioneers. The last auction was held in May and was for 6 digit numbers, and it is noted that the 
reserve on each plate was $3,000. Auction details are available on the web site, or you can be advised of 
auctions by registering your interest in future Numeric plate auctions or specific numeric numbers by 
obtaining a form at Service Centres or on line. All proceeds from the Auction go towards road safety 
initiatives to benefit the wider South Australian community. 
Class Specific Rights are issued when Numeric number plates are sold by auction. Class Specific Rights 
allows the holder to re-allocate the number plate to another vehicle registered in the same name. Number 
plates may be sold and transferred to another individual upon payment of a transfer fee.  
Restricted Rights apply only to plates issued prior to January 1st 2008. To be eligible to apply for Restricted 
Rights, the numeric number plate must be the last number allocated to the vehicle and the owner is the last 
registered owner/operator of the vehicle. Restricted Rights may be granted to a new owner at the discretion 
of the Registrar where special circumstances apply i.e. to the beneficiary of a deceased estate. Once the 
vehicle is transferred to a new owner, the restricted rights are lost. The number then goes into the pool and 
may be auctioned at some stage. 
If your vehicle has been continuously registered with Numerical plates, then you will retain those until 
change of ownership. BUT BE WARNED, if the registration lapses by even one day, you will lose the 
plates, (as happened to Bob Kennedy).

Historic Registration is a privilege given by the Register of Motor Vehicles to Club Members and the spirit 
of this system promotes the use or Historic Vehicles of this hobby. As, Historic Registration is only 
available to members of a  recognized Club then it is the expectation of the Club that Members will use a 
small portion of the logged outings to participate in some Club Activities using their Historic Registered 
Vehicles. 

By-law 001   It is the expectation of the G.V.V.& C.V.C .that as a Member with Club Historic 
Registered Vehicle/s that you will attend and participate in at least three  (3) Club Activities during a 
Club Calendar Year with one or more of your vehicles to qualify for re-issue of your club membership. Where 
there are special circumstances, you may present your Log Book and appeal to the Club Historic Registrars or 
Committee for their consideration. 

Accepted by Committee: 22/ 2/2000 Ratified at General Meeting: 21/ 3/2000 modified by Committee 27/1/2009  

I m p o r t a n t   Your Log Book must be signed each year by 30 June by one of the club registrars. 
It is your responsibility to present your Log Book, current registration and membership receipt.  
Fees              The membership fee shall be due on 1 July of every second (odd numbered) year 
and subsequent renewals shall be on the prescr ibed form. No new member shall be entitled to take 
part in the proceedings of the Club, nor be entitled to any of the privileges until membership fee has been 
paid. Membership will cease if the membership fee remains unpaid ninety days after the due date. 
The Committee may re-admit the person upon payment of the fee.
