For some time the Committee has been concerned abouhgrotlie size of the club and our ability to
manage the Historic Registration Scheme, particulatly thie Department of Transport, Energy and
Infrastructure giving the management of the scheme some focus.

Our club aims to encourage the restoration, preservationsEnof veteran, classic and other special interest
vehicles and to extend to owners, drivers, friends amgkedons interested in such vehicles, the hospitality,
privileges and conveniences enjoyed in connection with the club.

To encourage participation in club activities, the club hagaw which reads “It is the expectation of

the G.V.V.& C.V.C.that as a Member with Club HistoRegistered Vehicle/s that you will

attend and participate in at least three (3) Club Awtiziduring a Club Calendar Year with one or more
of your vehicles to qualify for re-issue of your clubmiership. Where there are special circumstances, you
may present your Log Book and appeal to the Club HisEegistrars or Committee for their consideration.”

The Club registrars are vested with the responsibilityadtlating vehicles for registration under the Historic
Vehicle Registration Scheme (HVRS), and this they ameired to do annually. As the club grows in size
this activity becomes more onerous.

We have had some examples of people abusing the systengedamyso become members merely to
obtain cheap registration, rather than conform with trentrdf the HVRS which is to keep our special
interest historic vehicles mobile. Some have sought todmbrars of our club because our subscription fees
are relatively cheap, and they bypass their local club sndo

The following process has been initiated to better manageapplications for membership: Applications
will be accepted on a "probationary” basis and applicatitsetibe asked to pay any fees at that time.
When they have demonstrated their support of club ideals a@bthmittee has processed their
applications they will be asked for joining fees. Once Fease been paid they will be formally considered a
club member

1. The Membership Secretary has been vested with theaihigsponsibility for all new applications, and
referring them to the Committee for consideration.

In particular, where the applicant’s address is outside ajeheral geographical coverage area of
the GVVCVC, the applicant will be encouraged to seek meshigeof their nearest club.

Applicants will be made aware of the HVRS Code of Rea@nd will be asked to ensure that their
vehicles comply. They may consult the registrars foraeden their vehicles.

2. The Club membership application form has been removed froQiltiheweb site, and is only available
from the Membership Secretary at a Club Meeting.

3. Completed application forms can only be returned to the reeship secretary together with joining and
membership fees at a subsequent meeting

4. Where new membership is associated with historic veledistration, membership will not be
approved until a club registrar has validated the vehjdie(@uestion for registration under the scheme.

TheAMX was a touring-sports car produced by American Motarp&@ation (AMC) between 1968 and
1970. More GT in style and approach than a true sporttheamuscular AMX was introduced to compete
head-to-head with America's only other two-seater oéthethe Chevrolet Corvette.

Fitted with the optional high-compression medium block 390 ¢6.4hL) AMC V8, the AMX offered top
notch performance at an affordable price. In spiteiefithlue and enthusiastic initial reception by
automotive media and enthusiasts, sales never thrived @ndreée model years it was discontinued, AMC
transferring the AMX's signature badging to a high-peréoroe version of its 4-seat sibling, the Javelin,
through 1974.

The AMX name originates from thémericanM otors &Xperimental” code used on two early AMC
prototypes shown on the company's "Project IV" tour in 196654 hedically styled offerings reflected the
company's strategy to shed its "economy car" image and appeatore youthful, performance-oriented
market.

The original AMX full-scale models were developed in 1965 MG advanced styling studios under the
direction of Charles Mashigan. Two simultaneous developpregrams emerged for a production car: (1) a
modified Javelin and (2) a completely new car bodiedbierfilass. With funding an issue, the first approach
was selected, allowing AMC to use its existing technologyuanisody manufacturing expertise to make
fairly inexpensive modifications to the Javelin approximatimggrototype's styling and proportions. The
first fully operational unit made its debut as part of B8l AMX project in 1966.

The AMX was touted as the first steel-bodied, two #eaérican performance car since the 1957
Thunderbird, Ford's original two-seater having long sincevedahnto a four-seat personal luxury car. With
a short (at 97 inches (2,464 mm)) wheelbase, the AMX'stdiogopetition was the one inch longer

(98 inches (2,489 mm) Chevrolet Corvette. Base price was US$3gxt8; B5% below and over $1,000
less than the Corvette.

The AMX was introduced to the press at the Daytonarat®nal Speedway in February 1968, just over
four months after the Javelin went on sale.

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CAUTION: ASBESTOS!

Most of us would be familiar with the fact that asbestas used in
vehicle manufacture up until fairly recent times. Brakentysi clutch
linings, head gaskets, manifold and exhaust gaskets avelblnown
uses of asbestos, and caution needs to be taken when handling
items, particularly with dust that collects in brakerds.

BUT were you aware that asbestos was often usedasd deadener
in doors. A Rover enthusiast was restoring his 1936 Rover 14sSpo
Saloon and had removed the doors for restoration and reygiAs
normal he found over 70 years worth of dust and debris in gedfa
the door. There was wooly stuff on the inside of the door. It was
probably asbestos.

The restorer proceeded with extreme caution, washed thedobwith

water thus minimizing dust, and sprayed the fibre withyspdesive

and then a few coats of epoxy paint to minimize any éunthovement
of the fibres.

An article in the “Practical Motorist” of 1935 confirms

that Rover did use asbestos as a sound deadener. Other

manufacturers may also have used the same process (|
am now suspicious of all the Jowett doors that | have

recovered!

The article was titled “How Rover Cars are Made”

And the text with this photo was:
“Insulation against Noise.

In one booth I noticed the body shells undergoing an
operation | had never seen before—the spraying of the
inside of the panels with asbestos. This | found was
for insulating the body against noise. It was very
interesting operation and indicates something of the
care that The Rover Co. take over their operation.

A Seven Hundred and Ten
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Mazda Roadpacer Alvin Jenkin

This article is reproduced to educate the doubters
who tried to correct me in my presentation on
Papua New Guinea in the ‘70’s at the January
Meeting where | declared it to be a desirable
vehicle because it was “different”! Most of the
information is sourced from Wikipedia.

The Mazda Roadpacer AP was a full-size sedan
sold by Mazda Motor Corp. of Japan between
1975 and 1977. It was based on the Australian

Holden HJ Premier. Premiers were shipped to Japan wigmgunes, and Mazda fitted a 1.3 L 13B Wankel
engine into the bay. Although the engine produced 135 hp (100 kW) and 0188 Nm) of torque, the
Roadpacer weighed 3,500 Ib (1,575 kg).

While the 13B produced more power than the 6 cylinder engine fidited
the car as a Holden, the lack of torque meant perforenans

restrained with a 103 mph (166 km/h) top speed, poor accefeeatd
terrible fuel consumption.

per 100 km).

While the Holden HJ Premier itself was well endowed vtéms,
Mazda decided to add many more, including some peoplekehd
never heard of. Gadgets of note include a central lockisigsythat
activated when the car hit 10 km/h (6 mph), a chime sytatn

activated at 90 km/h (56 mph), a dictation system andracstable to be controlled from both front and back
seats.

The price was also not a bargain at 3.8 million yen (US$10j80®75. this cost is astronomical when you
compare it to their RX5 Cosmo RE LTD Coupe (top of range jugports coupe)which was 1,855,000 yen
at the time. This equates to more than twice the gdrikeehaving a $145,000 Holden compared to a $70,000
Statesman Caprice. It was marketed against the TOYCERTURY (V8), NISSAN PRESIDENT (V8)

and to a lesser extent MISTUBISHI DEBONAIR (4 cylheBe were top line limo cars for diplomats and
company execs.. Originally intended as transport for ragling government officials, the car was sold in
the wake of the first fuel crisis and was not a commesciecess. Production ceased in 1977 with only 800
units sold.

The Roadpacer has the sole distinction of a General Mprtodsict being fitted for production with a rotary
engine.

Most were sold to government departments and were latdrectusieaning Roadpacers are rare nowadays;
their counterpart model, the Holden Premier is considenéakaic car in Australia; but the Roadpacer
remains largely unheard of, or is believed to be a rumour.

The IsuzuBellett is a mostly forgotten vehicle these days,
however duing the late 1960's it proved to be one of the
most successful Japanese imports to land on Australian
shores.

The Isuzu Bellett was manufactured by Isuzu Motors Ltd.
in Japan from 1963 to 1973. It was an in-house designed
replacement for the Hillman Minx, assembled previously
by Isuzu and named “Bellel” under a license agreement.
The name "Bellett" was supposedly to represent "a emall
Bellel".
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The car was available as a 4-door or 2-door sedane 2+@oor station wagon, called the Bellett Express,
and an even rarer 2-door pickup truck known as the Isuzu .\Késp General Motors acquired a stake in
Isuzu, the Bellett was replaced by GM's "global”" T-aaitially called Isuzu Bellett Gemini and later simply
Isuzu Gemini, which technically had little to do withpiedecessor. A total of 170,737 of original Belletts
were manufactured.

Although import duty forced the price up, the continualodtrction of new models managed to usher in
many new improvements, particularly on the mechanical sideirieg the Bellet remained one of the best
value-for-money Japanese vehicles on the market in Aasttathe time

The range included Standard, Deluxe and Automatic sedsimge(bas the now keenly sought after GT,
which was fitted with a 1579cc unit). The Deluxe model was peavby 1471cc engine with 8.5:1
compression ratio which develops 81 bhp @ 5200 rpm and a maximgume tating of 82 ft. Ib. @ 2600
rpm.

In fact the Bellett was clocked at 93 mph on the oped,root bad for a little Japanese import. The brakes
were drums all round, with twin leading shoes on the famat a total lining area of 89 1/2 sq. in. They
stopped the car well with no evidence of pulling or lockamg] showed no appreciable fade.

The interior and fittings were surprisingly luxurious. Thelixe Bellett carried as standard equipment dual
electric horns, 2-speed windscreen wipers and washerpust-button radio, fan assisted heater/demister,
clock, safety belts, and full carpeting throughout.

The front seats were extremely comfortable for long jowgnagnd the Bellet offered excellent leg and head
room, while the back seat leg and head room were remarkald car of its size.

The instruments were grouped in a console directiyoimt of the driver, clearly visible, with a coaming
formed from the dash padding to prevent light reflectinghenttindscreen at night. All the controls were
within easy reach of the driver, including the heatendigieer and radio controls.

The 1471cc engine was mated to a 4-on-the-floor manud@eaall synchro, and the ratios (1st 3.501; 2nd
2.175; 3rd 1.418) coupled with the final drive ratio of 3.727dVidied lively performance around town or
out on the highway.

The IsuzuBellett GT', launched in April 1964, was a 2-door
coupe with a 40 mm (1.6 in) lower height than the sedaedfitt
with a twin-carbureted 1.6 L OHV gasoline engine. It weaes t

first Japanese car to be billed "GT" (Gran Turismept&mber

1964 saw the arrival of a 1.5 L version of the GT, front dis
brakes and some slight modifications to the front fascia.
September 1967, the base engine's power was increased, along
with the addition of a fastback body style. Two yearg ldébe 1.6

L engine was upgraded to a SOHC design, and in 1970 it was
replaced by a 1.8 L SOHC engine

With a price tag of $2,398 in 1969, the sedan came welimntitie range of anybody willing to pay a little
more for a lot of (standard) extras. But the besheflireed are undoubtedly the GT's, and we can give
thanks to the Bellet for laying the foundation of arguabé/best little cars to reach Australia, the
Holden/Isuzu Gemini. The Isuzu Bellet also performed imethe 1965 Armstrong 500, coming 6th in its
class, and all three entered in the 1966 Gallagher 500 magrtadiinish, the best being a 5th place in Class
B.

The IsuzuFlorian was also on the market in Australia at about the saneeds the Bellett and it
represented a sweeping change that other Japanese maewagtre soon to follow. Simply put, it was
undoubtedly one of the most rugged and durable Japanese cars kvgy tauihat time, and it offered very
respectable performance for its class and price

Under the bonnet was a detuned Bellett GT engine, equipped wsitigle
carburettor (dual barrel down draft) which still managedush out 84 bhp
at 5200 rpm, and 89.7 ft./Ib. of torque at 2600 rpm.
