The following process has been initiated to better manage new applications for membership:  Applications 
will be accepted on a "probationary" basis and applicants will not be asked to pay any fees at that time. 
When they have demonstrated their support of club ideals and the Committee has processed their 
applications they will be asked for joining fees. Once fees have been paid they will be formally considered a 
club member. 
1. The Membership Secretary has been vested with the initial responsibility for all new applications, and 

referring them to the Committee for consideration. 
In particular, where the applicant’s address is outside of the general geographical coverage area of 
the GVVCVC, the applicant will be encouraged to seek membership of their nearest club. 
Applicants will be made aware of the HVRS Code of Practice and will be asked to ensure that their 
vehicles comply. They may consult the registrars for advice on their vehicles. 

2. The Club membership application form has been removed from the Club web site, and is only available 
from the Membership Secretary at a Club Meeting.  

3. Completed application forms can only be returned to the membership secretary together with joining and 
membership fees at a subsequent meeting  
(Membership forms will not be posted out, and membership applications will not be accepted by post: 
This encourages new members to actively participate in club activities) 

4. Where new membership is associated with historic vehicle registration, membership will not be 
approved until a club registrar has validated the vehicle(s) in question for registration under the scheme.

Preamble  The system of historic Registration of Qualifying vehicles in S.A. is an excellent 
system that promotes the use of Historic Vehicles by Club Members in the enjoyment of their hobby. 
Historic Registration is a privilege given by the Register of Motor Vehicles to Club Members and the spirit 
of this system promotes the use or Historic Vehicles of this hobby. As, Historic Registration is only 
available to members of a  recognized Club then it is the expectation of the Club that Members will use a 
small portion of the logged outings to participate in some Club Activities using their Historic Registered 
Vehicles. 

By-law 001   It is the expectation of the G.V.V.& C.V.C .that as a Member with Club Historic 
Registered Vehicle/s that you will attend and participate in at least three  (3) Club Activities during a 
Club Calendar Year with one or more of your vehicles to qualify for re-issue of your club membership. Where 
there are special circumstances, you may present your Log Book and appeal to the Club Historic Registrars or 
Committee for their consideration.

I m p o r t a n t   Your Log Book must be signed each year by 30 June by one of the club registrars. 
It is your responsibility to present your Log Book, current registration and membership receipt.  
Fees              The membership fee shall be due on 1 July of every second (odd numbered) year 
and subsequent renewals shall be on the prescr ibed form. No new member shall be entitled to take 
part in the proceedings of the Club, nor be entitled to any of the privileges until membership fee has been 
paid. Membership will cease if the membership fee remains unpaid ninety days after the due date. 
The Committee may re-admit the person upon payment of the fee.
